Consequently, District Level Task Force (DLTF) has been keeping strict vigil to curb illegal

mining and overloading of minerals by conducting frequent ril.

The forests cover 179000 hectares of land which is 27.8% of the total geographical areas, are
home to a fascinating variety of flora and fauna. The vegetation is mostly deciduous semi
evergreen with Sal as the dominant species. The timber produced these forests is very

valuable and is used for building furniture, doors, windows and other wooden fixtures. Social

forestry is also becoming popular now
a-days with trees like Eucalyptus,
Simul, Krishnachura etc. being widely "

cultivated. The forested Hhlly ranges [

have also given birth to several major
wild life reserves namely Gorumara, :
Chapramari. Gorumara National Park s
was established in 1994 and has a
area of 79 km2 (30.5 sq. mi.). The
reserves serve as popular tourist
resorts. The rich bio diversity in the |& Sy g
sanctuaries of Chapramari is a striking treat for the eyes. These ecologically fragile zones

Water Bodies - The District can be divided into two hydro geological units, namely fissured
EAOA OIF AE6O 0O bl whsO Bissufetl Fof@tiorA included QYstAllb&E meta
sedimentary and volcanic rocks. The yield of wells tapping fractured zones varies from 20
m3/hr. Two third of the district is underlain by alluvial sediments mainly deposited by Teesta
and Jaldhaka rives. Based on the yield of wells tapping these alluvial sediments, aquifers of the
alluvial area can be of zone yielding about 150m3/hr, occurs by the rivers like Teesta, Jaldhaka

Karala, Dharala, Panga, Neora, Chel, Mal, Diana € most of the riversflow in North-South

direction and originate from Sikkim, Bhutan and Darjeeling hillsThe rivers causes flash floods

and inundations during Monsoon Season.
